
Eglwys y Santes Fair, Trefriw
St Mary’s Church, Trefriw
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Roedd Trefriw’r Canoloesoedd yn faestref frenhinol 
i’r tywysogion ac yn safle llys. Cynhaliodd y dref 
farchnad, melin a physgodfa ar Afon Conwy hefyd. 
Mae cysegriad yr eglwys i’r Forwyn Fair yn cyd-fynd 
â’r eglwysi eraill mewn maestrefi brenhinol. Ychydig 
o’r adeilad gwreiddiol o’r 13eg ganrif sydd wedi 
goroesi; cafodd yr eglwys a welwch heddiw ei 
hailadeiladu’n helaeth yn y 15fed ganrif a’r 16eg 
ganrif, ac mae tipyn o’r ochr allanol yn dyddio o’r 
19eg ganrif. Serch hynny, mae’r eglwys gyfareddol 
hon yn werth ymweld â hi, dim ond er mwyn 
mwynhau ei harddangosfa am Llywelyn Fawr 
a’i wraig, Siwan o Loegr.

Yng nghanol Trefriw, 2 ½ filltir o orsaf drenau 
Llanrwst

Medieval Trefriw was a royal township (maerdref) of 
the princes and the site of a llys (royal court). The 
town also hosted a market, mill and fishery on the 
River Conwy. The dedication of the church to the 
Virgin Mary is in keeping with other churches in 
royal maerdrefi. Little of the original 13th-century 
building survives; the church that you see today 
was rebuilt extensively in the 15th and 16th 
centuries, and much of the exterior dates from the 
19th century. Nevertheless this charming church is 
well worth a visit, not least to enjoy its exhibition 
about Llywelyn the Great and his English wife, Joan.
